Start each paragraph with one tab space, yet the second line starts at the default margin. Then, double-space  your paper because it makes the paper easy for the reader, and the instructor can make valuable comments by making track changes to the attached document. The font size and shape are ‘Times New Roman size 12 font.’ Then, for the MLA 9th edition, there are two spaces between each period. Additionally, the page layout should have the default margins of 2.54 cm that are normal and unchanged. In the introduction, you generally introduce the topic and explain why you are interested in writing about it as you try to catch the readers’ interest. Literature Review
	This is the body of the paper. The first body paragraph and your topic sentence or ‘support’ go here based on your RQ1, which you have introduced in the last sentence in the topic thesis statement in the introduction paragraph one and introduction paragraph two.  Then, you usually write about three reasons in this paragraph explaining or describing what you are writing about. It is useful to type about what readings interested you and how they affected your thinking. You also need to do in-text citations here to write where you got the readings from with the authors’ name and date like this when you use direct quotations with page numbers  Staying focused helps “improve your health environment (Oliver 37).”  On the other hand, homework helps us reinforce concepts during the day and “build study habits that are essential in college” (The College Board par. 1). If there are no page numbers from the Internet, then use the paragraph numbers. Sometimes, writers also make a conclusion statement or connections from the previous paragraph to the next one at the end of some or each paragraph. Then, write your second body paragraph, third, fourth, and fifth in the same format.
