	1. Use a clear and strong voice

	2. Watch your speed and avoid speaking too quickly, especially by reading text, because you can lose your audience.

	3. Pause when introducing new ideas and vocabulary and repeat important information to give your audience time to think about what they are learning.

	4. Avoid using 'um,' 'uh,' 'ok,' and other fillers even in the Japanese language such as 'ETOU, and' ARE.'

	1. Continue to keep good eye contact by speaking to your classmates as much you can without reading the text.

	2. Make use of gestures to by engaging with your material that emphasizes keywords that support your content.
